PE Days
 
PE Days: Tuesday and Friday. These do change each half term so keep an eye on Marvellous Me for any updates.

Reading
Children must bring in their reading book and reading record every Friday so that their books can be changed. The reading record is for parents to add comments not staff. Staff keep our own reading records at school which we complete as we listen to your child read. We follow Little Wandle Phonics and read books from their scheme. The children have 3 reads a week: 
read 1- decoding, read 2 – prosody (reading with expression) read 3- comprehension (answering questions about the book)
 
We will assess the children in their phonics every 5 weeks to check their progress and to ensure they continue to read the right level text. We will feedback on your child’s progress during parent consultations.
 
Assessment
 
Ongoing teacher assessments will be carried out each term. Teachers will use termly age-appropriate tests and teacher judgement to assess each child.
 
Homework
 
Homework will be set each week by the class teachers. This will include their weekly spellings as well as either a literacy or maths activity based on their learning from that week. Spellings will be sent home on Friday and tested the following week on a Friday. These will be in paper form.
